FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

United States: As part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, homeowners are now eligible for a 30% tax credit up to $1500 dollars if you purchase a qualifying garage door. 
How do I get credit?

· Purchase and install a qualified Clopay door from 1/1/2009 to 12/31/2010.

· Save the sales receipt and the Homeowners Certification.
· Claim the tax credit when you file your 2009 and 2010 taxes as directed by the IRS.

Which products qualify?

· The installed door must have a U-Factor & Solar Heat Gain Coefficient of 0.30 or lower as tested and certified by the manufacturer.  
· The installed door must have a means of controlling air infiltration around the door (e.g., vinyl weather stop on sides and top and a vinyl astragal on the bottom of the door). 

· Download the attached form which identifies which Clopay solid doors and doors with windows qualify.

The Details

· The tax credit is for the product only and does not include installation costs. 

· The maximum credit is $1500 combined for the 2009 and 2010 tax years and for all eligible products.

Canada: As part of Canada’s 2009 Budget and Economic Action Plan, the federal government has introduced the Home Renovation Tax Credit (HRTC), a 15% credit that returns up to $1350.

How do I get the credit?

· Claim the HRTC when filing your 2009 tax return.  The credit will apply to eligible expenditures after January 27, 2009, but before February 1, 2010.

Which products qualify?

· Any of Clopay’s garage door or entry door products qualify, provided that the total expenditure is greater than $1000.

· The tax credit applies to goods acquired and/or work done.

· The credit is 15 percent of the portion of the total expenditure that is greater than $1000 but not more than $10,000.  This means the maximum credit is $1350.
